1.& 2. WELCOME AND QUORUM
Chairman of the Board, R. Morgan (IPEX Inc.), called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.  President Ralph Suppa confirmed that A QUORUM WAS PRESENT.

3. CHAIRMAN'S REMARKS
Chairman Morgan thanked the voting delegates and guests for attending.  Voting delegates present represented 36 Manufacturers, 14 Wholesalers, 4 representing the Manufacturers Agents’ Council and 8 representing Master Distributors for a total of 64.  Fifty-three (53) proxies had been received for a total of 117 votes of the 158 total.  Delegates from 75 member companies and 6 subsidiaries were present.

4. MINUTES OF THE 2011 ANNUAL GENERAL 

    MEETING

5. BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Chairman Morgan reports that the new membership bylaw approved at the 2010 Annual General Meeting to add Manufacturer (non-voting) to 11.04 Associate Members’ Category had been sent and approved by the Minister of Industry.
6. ANNUAL REPORT

Chairman Morgan, with the assistance of President R. Suppa, made a brief Annual Report to the members.  There were no questions.

7. REPORT OF THE TREASURER

M. Deschênes (Groupe Deschênes) presented the 2010/2011 Audited Financial Statements.  (The statements were distributed via e-mail to each Member Company prior to the AGM).    

The 2010/2011 audit showed a modest surplus in revenue from the previous year because of the trade show revenue cycle.  The major trade show revenue usually falls in even numbered years.  This year’s net trade show revenue totalled $602,000 versus $350,000 the previous year.

The 2010/2011 budget called for a deficit of $2,500.  Because of the accrued surplus from over 38 years of trade shows, CIPH can handle the deficit years without cutting programs.  The actual surplus was $93,000.  
The additional surplus is attributed to better financial performance of the CIPHEX West (Calgary) and MCEE (Montreal) trade shows while expenses were tightly maintained and under budget by 5%.

GST, EI, CPP and payroll taxes were handled professionally.

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For 2011/2012 the Board has budgeted for a deficit of $304,000 and had voted to increase membership dues by 3% for the first time since 2001.  CIPH now has unrestricted net assets of $2.5 million dollars or roughly 2 years of operating expenses. 
The CIPH Board invested new money for the following:

a) $15,000 to offset potential shortfall to build the Habitat Home in Victoria, BC;

b) $25,000 to fund the Annual Summit Meeting of Region Presidents

c) $10,000 allocated for the new technology task force

d) $70,000 allocated for the new PR task force to create and implement the awareness and benefits of the industry.
